RE: PASSAGE OF MEDICAL USE OF MARIJUANA INITIATIVE
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You are all probably aware that Proposition 215 (Medical Use of
Marijuana Initiative) was passed by the voters in the recent
general election. The long term results of the initiative may not
be clear for some time. However, in the interim, the California
Attorney General has 1ssued a list of investigative sugyestions
that may assist you in successfully investigating and prosecuting
people who violate the laws against marijuana use. Please review
the following and incorporate these suggestions into your
investigation of persons possessing or otherwise violating the

state laws, and may claim defense under the Proposition 215
protection.

The suggested investigative points are on the second page of this
document. They are designed for you to pull off the second page
and put it into your briefcase or clip board for quick reference.



an officer has the right to detain and guestion for that

period of time reasonably necessary to determine whether the
defense applies.

The officer should ask early whether the person is taking
medication, what medication, for what condition, at which
doctor’s direction, and the duration of treatment. The

officer should attempt to verify the information when
possible.

An officer should ask whether the individual is a patient or
caregiver. Tf he/she says patient, then ascertain name of
doctor and caregiver. If caregiver, ascertain for whom, for
how long, and on what basis {responsikle for housing, health
or safety of patient). The officer should attempt to verify
the information when possible.

The quantity and packaging of the marijuana. The gquantity and
nature of the packaying may indicate possession for sale, not
mere possession for medical use.

The presence of cash, pay/owe documents and the absence of any
indicia of patient or caregiver status.

Observed sales to persons.

the presence of weapons, scanners or the use of evasive

tactics or other conduct associated with unlawful drug
activity.

The criminal history of the individual.
Activity evidencing consciousness of guilt.

The experience and expertise of the law enforcement officer.

The nature and ccnsistency cof the statements made Dby the
person detained and questioned.

Evidence of sharing the marijuana with others that may or may
not have a medical reason for use. Remember furnishing 1is
included in the same section as sales.
